In John 3:16 the Bible conveys
God’s love for the whole world includ-
ing the Middle East, North Africa and
all the remaining unreached people
groups. The past few months have wit-
nessed unimaginable revolution across
the Middle East and North Africa as
never before. Thousands have died and
governments toppled. The youth cry
for democracy however they are mis-
taken in believing democratic govern-
ance will solve their current problems.
Only Jesus can provide the true answer
to freedom.

Long before the revolution, Haggai
had prophesied: “lI will shake all na-
t i o nHagd2:6-8. The Middle East
Revolution is part of the great shaking
of the nations that was prophesied.

The church must gear up for this
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incredible harvest. Solomon in his wis-
dom wrote: “He who sleeps during har-
vest i's a dprsl@s at
able hands are expected and needed at
such a time as this.

We must pray for bold and courageous
labourers that will enter these harvest
fields. Jesus in a similar situation spoke,
“Ask the Lord of the harvest, therefore, to
send out workers into his harvest field",
Mt 9:37f. Jesus told them to lift up their
eyes and see the reality of the global har-
vest.

Finally, the church needs to adjust
her missions budget in prioritizing the
most Gospel needy areas. Ministry to
such places are capital and labour inten-
ssigeydye to GhE bauot of nidemcd dnds
war. However rehabilitation ministries
could touch the unreached people in
htlese natéorss holiséically in a significant
way. This means the church would have
to give more in order to deploy mission-
aries to these difficult and indeed harsh
places.

May we arise as Christ’s faithful har-
vesters, count the cost and take advan-
tage of this season for sowing the Gos-
pel in the Middle East and North Africa.
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
